(MDK) készonhetéen. A magyar bibliotékakban 6rzott képanyag hozzaférhetdségét segito oldalra, a
www.kepkonyvtar.hu-ra eddig 48 intézmény pakolt fel kiilonféle dokumentumokat: fényképet, plakatot,
térképet, oklevelet, kéziratot.
A legnagyobb kontingenst a Szegedi Tudomanyegyetem konyvtaranak kdszonheti a kdz: 10500 fényképet
adott. A Fovarosi Szab6 Ervin Konyvtar 4000 képet, a Magyar Természettudomanyi Muzeum 4200 fotot
toltott fel kiillonbozo gyljtéexpedicidirdl. A site célja az is, hogy a figyelmet az "6rzékonyvtarakra" iranyitsa,
igy minden képnél megjelenik annak leldhelye és az ott hasznalhato digitalis szolgaltatasok listaja.

Oktober 22-t6l elérhetoek lesznek a Nyilt Tarsadalom Archivum honlapjan azok a dokumentumok,
amelyeken emigrans magyaroknak az ENSZ Otos Bizottsaga el6tt tett tantivallomasai olvashatok és
hallhatok. Felkeriil a honlapra a forradalomhoz és a szabadsagharchoz kapcsolodé harom-négyezer
egyéb ENSZ-dokumentum is. Az archivum munkatarsai altal kezdeményezett minapi budapesti
sajtébeszélgetésen az is elhangzott, hogy egész napos rendezvénysorozat emlékezik meg az Otos
Bizottsag tevékenységérol. Az dtvenhatrol sz616 beszamolok mar most is kutathatok a Nyilt Tarsadalom
Archivum Arany Janos utcai konyvaraban

A Nyilt Tarsadalom Archivum (OSA) az Orszagos Széchényi Konyvtarral (OSZK)

egylttmitkddve foldolgozta és digitalizalta azokat a — részben csak irasban, részben irasban és hangszalagon is
fonnmaradt — tantivallomasokat, amelyeket a szabadsagharc szerepldi, szemtanti tettek 1957-ben az ENSZ Otos
Bizottsaga elétt New Yorkban, illetve tobb eurdpai varosban — kdzolte Ivacs Gabriella, az OSA félevéltarosa. Az, hogy az
— elsésorban angol nyelvii — anyag megmaradt az utokornak, a kilencvenéves Hédervary Klardnak, az Otds Bizottsag
titkarndjének koszonhetd, akinek munkakori kételessége lett volna az iratokat megsemmisiteni. ) azonban
megsemmisités helyett huszondt év alatt apranként kicsempészte a dokumentumokat az ENSZ-b61. 1981-ben Hédervary
Klara nyugdijba ment és letétbe helyezte az anyagot — mintegy 6tvenezer oldalt — a Hoover Intézetben, majd 1999-ben az
egészet hazahozta Magyarorszagra. ,,A Hoover Intézet nem szivesen adta vissza ezt az anyagot” — fogalmazott Ivacs.

Tiz évvel ezeldtt az OSZK kézirattaraba keriilt a gylijtemény, ahol foldolgozatlanul varta sorsat. A kutatok dolgozhattak
vele, de jegyzék, katalogus, dokumentacié nem késziilt réla, senki nem dolgozta f61. Kozben romlott az allaga, az atiit6-



és faxpapirok egyre nehezebben voltak olvashatdoak. Az OSA munkatarsai az irott dokumentacio teljes megsemmisiilését
megelézendd, onkéntes munkaval digitalizaltdk a gylijteményt. A hanganyagot az OSZK munkacsoportja digitalizalta,
Hanak Gabor vezetésével.

Mink Andras, az OSA munkatarsa, a Besz¢élo szerkesztdje felidézte az akkori helyzetet: 1956. november 4-¢ utan a
nyugati hatalmak hivatkozhattak a nemzetko6zi jog nyilvanvaldo megsértésére. A magyarkérdésben addig passziv Egyesiilt
Nemzetek (ENSZ) belendiilt: két novemberi kozgyiilési hatarozat is elitélte a szovjet beavatkozast. (E hatarozatok a
Biztonsagi Tanacséival szemben nem kotelez6 érvényliek, az utdbbival viszont nem volt érdemes probalkozni, tekintettel
a Szovjetuni6 vétodjogara.) Miutan a kdzgyiilési hatarozatokat a Szovjetunié és a kadari Magyarorszag egyarant semmibe
vette, az ENSZ kozgytilése folallitott egy ottagu kiilonbizottsagot, amelyben Ausztralia, Ceylon, Déania, Tunézia és
Uruguay képviseltette magat.

Az Ot6s Bizottsag koré szakértdi kutatocsoport szervezédott, benne szamos emigrans magyarral. 1957 juliusaban
elkésziilt az Otds Bizottsag jelentése a magyarorszagi helyzetrél, a forradalomrél, a szovjet beavatkozasrol, s ezt a
rendszervaltas utan Magyarorszagon is publikaltak. ,,Ez a magyar forradalom els6 szinvonalas elemzése” — fogalmazott
Mink. ,,Bar vannak benne targyi tévedések, nagyon hiteles dokumentum” — tette hozza. A szakértOket nem engedték be
Magyarorszagra, a Szovjetunioba, természetesen nem talalkozhattak a romaniai Snagovban fogva tartott Nagy Imrével és
tarsaival sem. A jelentés — ligyelve a partatlansagra — kiilon fejezetben taglalta a hivatalos szovjet €s magyar verziot. 1957
szeptemberében a kozgytilés elfogadta a jelentést és ismét folszdlitotta a szovjet kormanyt, vonuljon ki Magyarorszagrol,
persze hidba. Kdzben a megtorlasok dokumentalasa is megkezdédott. A munka Nagy Imre és tarsai 1958. jiniusi
kivégzésének hirére felgyorsult. Par héttel késobb megjelent a bizottsag masodik jelentése. 1958 decemberében ezt is
megtargyalta a kozgytilés; ezzel az Otds Bizottsdg mitkddését befejezettnek nyilvanitottak. Ekkor mar érezni lehetett, a
magyarkérdés koriil megritkult a levegd: példaul a ceyloni kiildottet hazaja visszahivta, mert a Szovjetunio jelentds
gazdasagi segitséget igért be a szigetorszagnak.

Az 0j-zélandi ENSZ-nagykdvet, Sir Leslie Munro lett az egyszemélyes magyariigyi megfigyel6, Hédervary Klara pedig
titkarsaganak munkatarsa. Mink szerint Munro keze meg volt kdtve, ekkor mar javaban folytak a hattértargyalasok a
Kadar-rezsim nemzetkozi elfogadasardl. 1962 decemberében a kdzgylilés megszavazott egy kétértelmii hatarozatot, amely
egyfeldl elitélte a Szovjetuniot, masfeldl viszont szabad kezet adott az ENSZ-f6titkarnak, hogy vegye le a magyarkérdést
a napirendr6l, és ez hamarosan meg is tortént.

A torténeti irodalomban maig is vitak folynak arrél, milyen feleldsség terhelte I. Ferenc Jozsefet abban, hogy a
szabadsagharc leverését kovetden, 1849 0szén olyan véres megtorlas kovetkezett be. Az uralkodo feleldsségét 1849-
1867 k6z6tt nem lehetett, 1867 utan nem illett firtatni. A valtozast a Monarchia 6sszeomlasa, s a korabban titkos
levéltari anyagok megnyilasa hozta magaval, &m a szakirodalom azdta sem jutott megnyugtatd eredményre e
kérdésben. A kotet tobb alfejezetben, a korabbi €s az ujonnan eldkeriilt iratok alapjan vizsgalja a kérdést. Vizsgalja a
megtorlas koncepcidjanak alakulésat az orosz intervencié kezdetétdl 1849. augusztus kdzepéig, bemutatja az
augusztus 15-17. kozott eloterjesztett és megtargyalt részleges amnesztia tervét. [smerteti, hogy az orosz fél milyen
er6feszitéseket tett a foglyul ejtett magyar tisztek megmentése érdekében. Bizonyitja, hogy a részleges amnesztia-terv
elvetéséért 1. Ferenc Jozsef felelds, hiszen erre azon az 1849. augusztus 20-i minisztertanacson keriilt sor, amelyet 6
maga hivott 6ssze, s amelyen 6 maga elnokolt. A minisztertanacs augusztus 27-én még gy dontott, hogy Haynau-nak
a meghozott halalos itéleteket végrehajtas eldtt fel kell terjeszteni jovahagyasra. 1. Ferenc Jozsef azonban mar
augusztus 29-én arra utasitotta Haynaut, hogy a halalos itéleteket csak végrehajtasuk utan, tudomasulvétel végett kell
felterjeszteni. Az uralkodoéi utasitas kovetkeztében augusztus 31-én a minisztertanacs is ilyen értelmii hatarozatot
hozott, s ezzel Haynau szabad kezet kapott a kivégzések végrehajtasara.

Mark Fitten, Valeria's Last Stand: A Novel (Bloomsbury USA; April 28, 2009)
From Publishers Weekly
Life in an isolated Hungarian village is turned upside down by an unusual love affair in Fitten's promising debut. In
the small hamlet of Zivatar, 68-year-old Valeria is known by all as a cantankerous woman, quick to criticize
everything from the produce at the market to the mayor's lofty ambitions to lure foreign investors to the town. But a



chance encounter one day with the elderly local potter—a man Valeria has known for years but never noticed—
changes everything. The widower potter falls just as hard for Valeria, despite his relationship with Ibolya, the owner
of the village's only tavern. Unaccustomed to being smitten, Valeria tries to maintain her normal routine, but the
village is in an uproar over this unlikely love triangle. The arrival of a traveling chimney sweep intent on bilking the
townspeople sends another ripple through what was once a placid village. Fitten is not always successful in balancing
character development with the larger themes of power and progress, but the irascible Valeria makes such a unique
heroine that readers may be willing to overlook the story's less fluid elements.

When in 1705 Kornell Csillag’s grandfather returns destitute to his native Hungary from exile, he happens across a
gold fob-watch gleaming in the mud. The shipwrecked fortunes of the Csillag family suddenly take a new and
marvelous turn. The golden watch brings an unexpected gift to the future generations of firstborn sons: clairvoyance.
Passed down from father to son, this gift offers the ability to look into the future or back into history—for some it is
considered a blessing, for others a curse. No matter the outcome, each generation records its astonishing, vivid, and
revelatory visions into a battered journal that becomes known as The Book of Fathers. For three hundred years the
Csillag family line meanders unbroken across Hungary’s rivers and vineyards, through a land overrun by wolves and
bandits, scarred by plague and massacre, and brutalized by despots. Impetuous, tenderhearted, and shrewd, the
Csillags give birth to scholars and gamblers, artists and entrepreneurs. Led astray by unruly passions, they marry
frigid French noblewomen and thieving alehouse whores. They change their name and their religion, and change
them back. They wander from home but always return, and through it all The Book of Fathers bears witness to
holocaust and wedding feast alike.

OSA Archivum (www.osaarchivum.org) opens the personal papers of Istvan Gyorgy Toth (1956-2005), a
former professor of history at the Central European University. The records contain manuscripts,
correspondence, copies of primary archival sources, teaching material, reprints, periodicals and books, as well
as photographs, a few videocassettes, microfilms, and electronic records documenting his manifold career as
historian, researcher, educator, author and editor.

Known by many only as TIGY, Téoth was an expert in the history of civilization and society of early modern
Hungary. His main topics of research included the missionary activity of the Vatican in Hungary, the literacy
of peasantry and nobility, libraries of the nobility, 17th-18"™ century schools, as well as estate and urban
history.

Due to his profound knowledge of various languages, he was able to explore sources in numerous domestic
and foreign archives, which resulted in the publication of several sourcebooks. Some of these archival sources
are now available in OSA's newly developed online archives called the Parallel Archive:
http://www.parallelarchive.org/search?query=tigy&x=0&y=0. Digital documents uploaded to this platform are
available for research with full description and metadata, they can be downloaded and given further keywords
and tags for better search options. The documents are provided with permanent URL addresses and thus can be
easily referenced in scientific works.

The theme of the conference will be “War and Peace”. Deadline for single paper proposals is December 4,
2009. Deadline for receipt of complete panel and roundtable proposals is January 15, 2010.

b. 35th Annual Conference of the American Hungarian Educators Association (AHEA) will be held
from June 3 — 5, 2010, at the University of Szeged, Hungary. Submission is January 15, 2010. Proposals
should consist of an abstract of not more than 250 words; a brief scholarly biography, including degrees,
scholarly fields (50-100 words); any audio-visual requirements; and full contact information. Proposals must
be submitted as an email attachment (Word only) to the Program Chairs.
